The tents are in place, the
stall holders have unpacked
their goods, the kitchen is
fully stocked and the doors are
open on the 32nd Guyra Lamb
and Potato Festival.  

The Festival started 33
years ago as a caravan parked
on the side of the road with a
BBQ to cook and promote
Lamb. 

Since then it has continued
to grow, each year bringing
something new. This year will
see a tribute to that first cara-
van with the introduction of
the Vintage Van muster,
which will set up at the Show-
ground along with the Mili-
tary Vehicles from Friday,
January 26th until Sunday,
January 28th. It will add to a
full calendar of events taking
place over the next two weeks.

On Monday President of the
Lamb and Potato Festival
Committee, Steve Mepham
made a special presentation to
Steve Jemsick from C2C

Event Hire for the massive ef-
fort by his business and staff
in getting Lamb and Potato
Festival back up and running
overnight after the massive
storm last year.

“Steve and his staff went

well beyond what could rea-
sonably be expected to assist
us along with our great com-
munity to get back up and
running,” Mr Mepham said.
“We re-opened in just 18
hours. Many who came for

Saturday lunch could not be-
lieve the devastation had been
sorted and we were business
as normal.”

This year will see some
changes to the market stalls
with a few new additions
which have taken up spots va-
cated by long-term stall hold-
ers.

“It was unfortunate this
year that a few of our long-
standing supporters have re-
tired and that meant we had
to try to fill those spots,” Mr
Mepham said. 

“They were some of the
biggest sites so we have had to
work hard to try to get new
people in. The good thing is
that this year there will be
more variety on offer, despite
the overall space taken up
being down on previous
years.”

The Lamb and Potato Festi-
val runs from Wednesday,
January 17th and wraps up
on Sunday, January 28th.

PARKING at Ben
Lomond’s War Memorial
Hall will soon be easier than
ever with a NSW Govern-
ment grant paving the way
for upgrades that will boost
safety and usability of the
venue.

A $3,380 grant from the
NSW Government’s Public
Reserve Management Fund
would be used to install
wheel-stops at the Ben
Lomond War Memorial Hall,
to prevent vehicles from
straying off the carpark.

Northern Tablelands MP
Adam Marshall said that the
recently built carpark has
helped locals use the iconic
century-old hall safely and
easily, but has introduced its
own set of challenges.

“Drivers have had issues
parking without any clearly
marked bays, with the
smaller bitumen area
quickly becoming busy and
confusing during major
events, Mr Marshall said.

“Some drivers have acci-
dentally driven into the
ditch, bottomed out, and only
been freed with the generous

help of bystanders.”
The $3,380 will build a se-

ries of wheel stops for the
carpark, making it instantly
clear where people can and
cannot park, while stopping
them from rolling over the
edge.

With these parking spots
locked in, the trust will be
able to further expand the
carpark - adding a wider bi-
tumen area to accommodate
a mobile cool room. 

Secretary of the Ben
Lomond War Memorial Hall
Trust Dorothy Every said the
car park could be very con-
fusing during busy events.

“Parking off the road is
much safer, but a couple of
problems have arisen,” Ms
Every said.

“This funding will finally
designate the parking area -
we’re hoping to add a little
more bitumen sealing to one
area that will help install a
cool room out the back.”

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Steve is an Aboriginal man
descendant from the Kamil-
laroi and Anaiwan people of
Northern NSW. In 1990,
Steve was declared medically
blind by former Australian of
the year Professor Fred Hol-
lows. Since being diagnosed,
Steve has experienced severe
depression and has turned
personal adversity and chal-
lenge into a full and produc-
tive life.

His community interest is
wide and diverse including
participation with local
youth groups, disability ad-
vocacy, men’s health, Aborig-
inal community, leadership
development, Rotary.

He is also a board member
of Multicultural NSW, an ap-
pointment of the NSW Gov-

ernment, which includes
serving as chair of the New
England Regional Advisory
Committee.

Steve is a member of Armi-
dale AM Rotary Club, and a
former club President, and

has been awarded a presti-
gious Paul Harris Fellow. He
was part of a group study ex-
change team to India and
was an Ambassadorial
Scholar to the University of
Alaska.

Steve served the maximum
two terms on both the NSW
Disability Council and the
National Aboriginal and Is-
lander Day Observance Com-
mittee (known as NAIDOC).

In 2011, Steve was one of
two blind men to complete
the 96km Kokoda Track in
Papua New Guinea. In Octo-
ber 2012, Steve rode a tan-
dem bicycle from Brisbane to
Sydney to raise awareness
and funds to support men’s
health initiatives.

As an Australia Day Am-
bassador, Steve is keen to en-
courage his fellow
Australians to embrace the
freedom of choice, the high
standard of living and the op-
portunities available to all
Australians old and new.

January 12th - It was a
truly astonishing opening
from the wool market for
2018, dancing to the same
tune that was playing prior to
the three week recess. 

Buyers appe�te has re-
mained strong even with the
largest offering of the season
to date combined with an
Aussie dollar that is 2 cents
higher than the level prior to
the recess. 

Records con�nue to tum-
ble with almost all Merino
micron categories in un-
charted territory. 51,883
bales were sold na�onally for
the week with a passed in
rate of 3.1%. 

Major buyers included
Techwool, Seatech and Lem-
priere, with the top 4 ac-
coun�ng for over 50% of the
Merino Fleece offering.  

A large na�onal offering of
over 54,000 bales is ex-
pected next week with sales
in Sydney to be held over the
now unusual three day for-
mat due to the quan�ty. 

AWTA test data for the
month of December showed
a sharp dip in the weight of
wool tested na�onally. The
15.8% decline for the month
le� the first half of the sea-
son at just a 1.4% increase
compared to the correspon-
ding period last year. 

Forward market prices
were strong this week espe-
cially for short dated con-
tracts but dip sharply into
the second half on the year.
