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The newly renamed Save
and Grow Guyra (SAGG)
group will hold a public
meeting in Guyra on Thurs-
day night in a move that or-
ganisers hope will see the
eventual return of Guyra’ s
own Shire Council. 

Organisers say the  meet-
ing will be a positive step for
those who believe that amal-
gamation is not working, es-
pecially within the rural and
outlying communities. This
meeting will be the first fol-
lowing the renaming of the
Guyra ANTY (Amalgama-
tion No Thank You) group.

SAGG spokesman Rob
Lenehan says that Guyra
ratepayers are totally dissat-
isfied with the new amalga-
mated council and there are
feelings of animosity and

hopelessness within the com-
munity when it comes to
council matters. He points to
a forecast $3.8-million-dollar
deficit for the end of June
2019 as proof that the
elected councillors and ad-
ministration of Armidale Re-
gional Council are
‘incompetent’.

“There are many and var-
ied reasons why the former
Guyra and Dumaresq
ratepayers and communities
have no confidence in the
forcibly amalgamated ARC
and there is a reluctance to
have any dealings with
them,” Mr Lenehan said.
“There is a substantial back-
log of road maintenance and
upgrades are in jeopardy be-
cause of the lack of funding.”

“The Lagoon Road where I

live is an example. Guyra
Shire Council approved and
budgeted or the sealing of
the remaining 6km, however

only 2km was completed
around the time of the amal-
gamation.  

“We were assured the rest
would be done with the next
three months however now
we are told by council staff
that there is no funding –
where did the money go?”

Mr Lenehan said that the
State government is still in
denial that their Fit for the
Future process forced on
local government in NSW
was flawed and illegal.

“Having back flipped on
many forced council amalga-
mations it’s time for the
Berejiklian government to
reinstate councils like Guyra
across the State,” Mr Lene-
han said. “It’s our democratic
right to control our destiny
at local level.”

The NSW Government’s has
moved to make it easier for
farmers and their families to
access drought assistance by
relaxing the gross off-farm
asset test. The current criteria
is being lifted from a $1 million
off-farm assets to $5 million,
which means more farmers will
now be eligible to access
drought assistance.  

Criteria for ‘new entrants’
has also been created within

the drought assistance guide-
lines to support farmers who
are new the industry. 

New entrants, including
many young farmers, will now
have greater access to Govern-
ment assistance which will be
particularly beneficial as they
establish their businesses.

In addition to amending the
access criteria, the Govern-
ment is also making it easier
for farmers to get help complet-

ing and submitting drought
support applications, with
Local Land Services (LLS) of-
fices now providing this assis-
tance. 

Farmers in the region can
now call ahead and arrange to
visit LLS offices in Armidale,
Glen Innes, Inverell, Moree
and Warialda for assistance
with preparing and submitting
their applications for drought
support.

In addition, the Rural Assis-
tance Authority (RAA) is now
open until 10 pm weeknights,
allowing farmers who have
been out in the paddocks all
day a greater opportunity to
seek support”.

tural and Arts Strategic Plan
in Inverell. 

“These are the type of pro-
jects that are drawing people
to our region while the infras-
tructure construction helps to
drive the economies of our

drought-affected communi-
ties in need of every source of
investment they can find,” Mr
Joyce said. 

“I strongly encourage more
communities to apply for this
latest funding which will cre-
ate more jobs and attract
more wealth back into our
towns across the New Eng-
land.” 

Chair of Regional Develop-
ment Australia Northern In-
land (RDANI) Russell
Stewart is calling on Local
Councils and not for-profit
community organisations to
make the most of the funding

program. 
“If you’ve got an invest-

ment-ready project and you
can pitch a competitive case
for funding it, then BBRF
Round Three is an opportu-
nity not to be missed. We at
RDANI want to see quality
projects bringing funding and
flow-on economic benefits to
local communities and our
broader region,” Mr Stewart
said. 

“Our staff at RDANI have
expertise and experience with
the BBRF, as well as the re-
search and documentation
that an application can need
if it is to succeed. Our con-
sulting services are there for
the region,” Mr. Stewart said.

October 4th - There were less than
half the numbers of the previous sale,
with rain and follow up forecasts re-
stric�ng supply. Young ca�le made up
the bulk of the offering with limited
supplies of grown steers, heifers and
cows. The quality and condi�on of the
young ca�le was mixed, with the ma-
jority purchased by restockers and
feedlots. There were a few small lots of
high quality, well finished, heavy grown
steers and heifers. Demand varied
throughout.

When comparing market trends to
the sale 2 weeks ago, restocker de-
mand increased on the back of im-
proved seasonal condi�ons. The heifer
vealers returning to the paddock sold
to dearer trends, up to 14c/kg in places.

Yearling steers to restock and feed also
sold to dearer trends, with quite a large
price varia�on depending mostly on
breed and quality. Medium weight
feeder steers were as much as 28c/kg
dearer. Light weight yearling heifers ex-
perienced strong gains in places and
once again breed was a major factor.
The limited supply of medium weight
feeder heifers sold to a slightly cheaper
trend.

There was no market quote available
on the heavy grown steers, with noth-
ing to compare them too from the pre-
vious sale. Well finished grown heifers
saw a firm to cheaper market. There
were cheaper trends through the cow
market, while reduced buyer par�cipa-
�on saw the bull market cheaper.

Armidale Cattle Sale
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October 3rd - The lamb num-
bers increased with a few pens of
well finished crossbreds and quite
a few plain condi�on light weight
Merinos. There was a single pen of
outstanding extra heavy weight
young lambs. The usual buyers at-
tended, however demand was

weaker.
Two weeks since the last sale is

a long �me in the current declining
market. With the weaker demand
market trends were significantly
cheaper for both the trade and
heavy weight crossbred lambs.
Prices decreased approximately

$70 to $90/head for heavy and
extra heavy weight lambs from the
last sale. The trade weight lambs
also experienced a price decrease
but not to the same extent. The
plain condi�on Merino lambs at-
tracted both processor and re-
stocker compe��on, with prices

making from $20 to $30/head
cheaper.

The sheep offering was princi-
pally made up of shorn Merino
ewes and wethers in plain condi-
�on. Market trends were generally
cheaper with insufficient well fin-
ished sheep to quote.

October 5th - The recent run
of down weeks con�nued how-
ever the market did appear to
stabilise and even gain ground in
some areas as the week pro-
gressed. Coming off the back of
a designated superfine sale last
week proved difficult for the
finer microns with the less stylish
offering suffering some large
falls. Offse�ng these falls were
the medium micron Merino
types that ini�ally lost ground on
the first day of selling only to
bounce back on the final day to
finish on the posi�ve side of the
ledger. 34,242 bales were sold
na�onally with this week being
the first week of the new season

that more wool was offered than
the corresponding week last sea-
son. Major buyers included Seat-
ech, Tianyu and Techwool. AWTA
test data for the first quarter of
the season was released this
week with the weight of wool
tested na�onally showing an
11.3% decline. This is almost
double the decline predicted by
the Australian Wool Produc�on
Forecas�ng Commi�ee. Interest-
ingly the volume of Superfine
wool (18.5 micron and finer)
tested is actually up 20% for the
season, no doubt due to adverse
growing condi�ons in many
parts of the country.

Tenders close this week for
the removal of fuel tanks
from Bradley St. The tanks
were discovered during pre-
liminary works on the up-
grade of the Guyra CBD,
causing a considerable set
back to the project.

Inspectors from the NSW
EPA were in town this week
for an update on the pro-
posed removal of the tanks. 

Armidale Regional Coun-

cil’s Director of Engineering,
Ralf Stoeckeler told the
Gazette that removal of the
tanks is now likely to take
place during November. 

Tenders for the removal
closed on Tuesday and con-
tracts are expected to be
signed by the end of the
week.

Once the tanks are re-
moved, there will be no fur-
ther work until at least

February. Council decided
not to conduct work during
December because of the dis-
ruptions to trading that
could occur during a busy
shopping period.

Mr Stoeckeler said that the
costs associated with the re-
moval may impact the scale
of the work that is carried
out, however the full extent
is not known at this stage.

“An example locally
is the $12.5 million dollar
funding of the Malpas to
Guyra pipeline which will
ensure that the town of
Guyra never runs short of
fresh, potable water. 

“With the town expected to
continue to grow over time
this also provides incentives
for businesses to consider
moving to Guyra to take ad-
vantage of the growing pop-
ulation.”
