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Pipe dream becomes reality

History was made on
Monday with a ceremonial
turning of the sod marking the
beginning of the construction
of a pipeline from Malpas Dam
to Guyra. Costing $13m and
covering a distance of 15km,
Member for Northern Table-
lands Adam Marshall said the
pipeline will resolve Guyra’s
water  quality  problems,
drought-proof the community
and give it access to a virtually
limitless water supply.

“On average Guyra cur-
rently uses twice as much
water as it can store in its
existing storage dams,” Mr
Marshall said. “Traditionally
this his hasn’t been a problem
because it is a high rainfall
area, but in the last few years
dry weather, combined with
population growth, has caused
it to come under stress.”

“This pipeline will supple-
ment the existing supply and a
complete rebuild of the treat-
ment works will provide better
quality water,” he said. “Water
security gives confidence for
this community to continue to
grow, both in terms of residen-
tial development and for busi-
ness and industry to expand.”

“Even before the construc-
tion started on this pipeline it’s
already been the catalyst for
massive investment in Guyra

with the Costa Group an-
nouncing a further $60 million
expansion of their tomato farm
and 150 new jobs.”
Addressing concerns on the
impact on Armidale’s water
supply Mr Marshall said that
Malpas Dam has the capacity
to comfortably water a popula-
tion in excess of 70,000 and is
well placed to serve both com-
munities well into the future.

ARC Mayor Simon Murray
said that it was a momentous
occasion and he appreciated
the support of previous Guyra
Shire councillors who laid the
groundwork for the project.

“I am glad that through
their foresight the pipeline has
come to fruition,” Cr Murray
said. “It is great to see that the
pipes are now laid out ready to
go, it is all happening and we

look forward to when the
pumps are turned on for the
first time.”

Construction 1is already
underway and is expected to
proceed quickly, covering
around 100m a day in town
and up to 200m in rural areas.
Weather permitting, work
should be completed by July,
and ready to switch on before
next summer.

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Tingha move done and dusted

A joint proposal from Armi-
dale Regional and Inverell Shire
Councils to relocate Tingha to
the Inverell LGA was formally
proclaimed last week by the
NSW Governor.

The proposal, which had the
overwhelming support of the
Tingha community, has been
agreed to, after an extensive ex-
amination process by the NSW
Office of Local Government
(OLG), in accordance with the
Local Government Act.

Tingha and the surrounding
district, an area of almost 800
square kilometres, will formally
transfer to the Inverell Shire on
July 1st this year.

The 800 square kilometre
boundary change proposal was
the subject of a 2016 petition by
the Tingha Citizens Association
Incorporated (TCAI).

The subsequent merger of
Guyra and Armidale and then
the inaugural election of the
new council delayed considera-
tion of the proposal.

Armidale Regional Council
Mayor Cr Simon Murray said he
was sad to see Tingha leave the
Armidale region but respected
the strong sentiment of the com-
munity to be a part of Inverell
Shire.

“When we consulted with the
community about the possibility
of a boundary review and
Tingha moving into Inverell
Shire it became pretty clear that
the majority of residents be-
lieved their community of inter-
est was with Inverell,” said Cr
Murray.

“T can see that in many ways

Significant work has already
been completed by Council in
anticipation of the boundary re-
view and Council is working
closely with Inverell Shire to ex-
pedite the changes to Tingha
residents as smoothly as possi-
ble.

Lamb producers are being asked to par-
ticipate in the annual Lamb Show and
Sale which will be held at the Guyra sale-
yards on February 20th.

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Labor promises to fund Q-fever vaccine

Debra O’Brien, Country Labor’s candi-
date for Northern Tablelands at the State
election, has welcomed the announcement
that a Daley Labor Government will fund
up to 8,000 vaccinations in regional NSW
as part of its $4 million commitment to
combat Q-Fever. The policy includes $3.7
million for vaccination clinics and
$300,000 to complete trials of a new Q
fever vaccine.

Q-Fever is a bacterial infection that can
cause a severe flu-like illness spread
mainly through contact with grazing
stock, farmers, rural workers and vets are
most likely to be impacted by it. Q-fever is
mostly transmitted through breathing in
the air and dust that have been contami-
nated and it can survive in soil for many
years.

Ms O’Brien said that research by the
NSW Farmers Association has identified
Guyra as a serious hot-spot for this public
health problem, with fully 22 per cent of
the area’s population testing positive to it.

“However, lobbying by NSW Farmers to
have the vaccine included in the Pharma-
ceutical Benefits Scheme has fallen on
deaf ears with Federal Liberal Minister
Hunt refusing to accept the scientific evi-
dence that its incidence goes far beyond
the farm gate, brushing the problem off as
solely the responsibility of employers,” Ms
Obrien said. “The refusal of Minister Hunt
to put Q-Fever vaccines on the PBS sched-
ule is a slap in the face for country people.”

NSW Farmers’ President, James Jack-
son, said he was pleased that NSW Labor
had made a commitment to improving ac-
cess to the current Q fever vaccine, and
would invest in research to commercialise
a new vaccine. Mr Jackson, who suffered
from an acute form of Q fever, said that
NSW Farmers was grateful for the ongo-
ing support of NSW Labor to address Q
fever risk.

“Kudos to NSW Labor for taking Q fever
seriously and committing to protecting
those that are most vulnerable to contract-

ing this debilitating disease,” Mr Jackson
said. “For over two years, NSW Farmers
has been lobbying governments to recog-
nise that Q fever isn’t just an occupational
disease —it’s something that puts our fam-
ilies and communities at risk.

“We're the only country in the world
with a commercial human vaccine, which
is still cost-prohibitive to many rural resi-
dents. Funding for Q fever clinics reduces
the time and cost burden, and means that
we can protect more people from this
deadly disease.”

Mr Jackson said that funded Q fever
clinics would provide essential coverage
for rural communities prior to the com-
mercialisation of a new, cheaper vaccine.

Funding for Q fever vaccination clinics
is a key pillar of NSW Farmers 2019 state
election platform.

Guyra Sheep & lamb Sale

February 6th - There was a
small increase in lamb numbers
with sheep supplies increasing
substantially. There were limited
supplies of well finished cross-
bred lambs, while plainer condi-
tion crossbreds and Merinos
were well supplied. The usual
buyers were in attendance and
there was extra restocker com-
petition on the crossbred lambs.

There were restockers looking to
purchase young woolcutters ac-
tive on the Merino lambs.
Market trends saw the young
lambs to restockers sell to
dearer trends, the extra compe-
tition a factor. Well finished
young lambs sold on a mostly
firm market with odd quality
and weight related price change.
The well finished old lambs sold

to a dearer trend with some
weight related price change.
Merino lambs also sold on a
slightly dearer market trend with
those woolcutters contributing.

There were large numbers of
Merino sheep penned, most
carry 25-50mm of wool. Produc-
ers offloading due to the dry
weather. Both ewes and wethers
were well represented. There

were limited supplies of well fin-
ished sheep. Restockers were
active on the Merino sheep,
with little competition from
processors. The processors were
keen to purchase the well fin-
ished lines. Market trends were
mostly dearer with skin length a
factor in those going to restock-
ers.

Weekly Wool Sales Armidale Cattle Sale

Rural Market Reports

February 8th - It was a
very stable opening first day
of sales with little changes
in value. The second day of
sales commenced with a
large drop in the value of
the Aussie dollar against the
US. This no doubt had some
bearing on the market
pushing higher as the day
progressed to close dearer
for the fifth consecutive
week.

It was the first designated
Superfine sale for the year
in Sydney and with the help
of some of these better
style types the greatest
gains for the week were
recorded for the 18 micron
and finer indicators. 37,092
bales were sold nationally
with a passed in rate of 7%.

Major buyers included
Seatech, P) Morris and Tech-
wool. The Eastern market
indicator is now trading mid
range of its most recent
high and low points. It has
now risen 168 cents since
its most recent low point in
early November and is a
similar margin away from its
high point in mid August of
last year.

Next week’s national of-
fering has increased by
9000 bales over last week’s
forecast with a decline in
weekly volumes offered ex-
pected over the coming
month. Forward market ac-
tivity remains focused on
short dated contracts with
around a 60 cents discount
for March/April delivery.

Guyra Gazette
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February 7th - Numbers increased
once again, with cows and their prog-
eny being offloaded in greater num-
bers. Feed and more importantly
water concerns taking hold of the de-
cision making process. All other cat-
egories were represented, except for
well finished heavy grown steers. The
quality and condition of the offering
was mixed. The regular buyers at-
tended, along with a couple of extra
processors.

Market trends varied through the
young cattle. The good quality vealer
steers to restockers sold on a firm to
slightly cheaper market trend, quality
variations accounting for some
greater price change. The heifer veal-
ers to restockers and trade orders
also sold to cheaper trends, with
some of the light weights significantly
so. A primarily plain quality penning
of yearling steers sold to cheaper

trends. There were odd sales of very
well bred steers out of condition that
sold strongly. There were also
cheaper trends through the yearling
heifers, where there was reduced re-
stocker competition on the better
quality lots. The secondary and plain
quality heifers saw limited competi-
tion and demand. This resulted in
substantial price reductions.

The few well finished heavy grown
steers sold to a cheaper trend, how-
ever there was a reduction in quality.
Well finished grown heifers sold to a
dearer trend. The cow market saw
trends firm to 5c/kg dearer, with the
extra processor competition a factor.
In a reflection of seasonal conditions,
there were large numbers of cows
that would normally be retained
penned. The heavy bull market was
dearer, although in some classes the
quality was not as good.
